Women Build FAQ

When is Women Build? The 2026 Women Build event will take place March - June 2026. When you
register for Women Build as a team or individual, you select one available build date in your county of
choice. Additional weekdays are available.

What kind of projects can | choose from? For Women Build 2026, volunteers will have hand-on
opportunities on home repair projects across our service area, as well as new home construction.

Please explain the $99 per person registration cost? Where do all the funds raised go?

When do | need to raise them by? The funds raised through Women Build registration costs directly
support the projects where Women Build takes place and cover essential project construction costs
such as tools, building materials and supplies, permits, and safety equipment. Women Build partici-
pants also receive our infamous t-shirt, a catered lunch on site, and a small appreciation gift.

Participants can register a few different ways including a team sponsorship registration (paid in full),
individual registration (paid in full), or through utilizing the provided Women Build 2026 crowdfunding
platform to raise the registration and donations from friends, family, and colleagues. For more infor-
mation on crowd funding for your registration or registering in full, please contact Tiffany.Cadogan@
schabitat.org. All registration minimums must be met at least 30 days prior to build date in order to
participate.

Do | need construction experience? No, all skill levels are welcome for Women Build. All tools and
training needed will be provided for you!

When is the last day | can register to participate? Women Build sells out quickly and build days are
available until we sell out. Groups and sponsorships must be confirmed at least 30 days prior to build
date for logo inclusion on signage and printed Women Build materials.

Can | register a team of 2 or a number that isn’t 4, 10, or 20? Yes! You can register as an individual or
create your own team of any size! Each participant must raise a minimum of $99 to participate. Build
days are available until we sell out.

How long is the build day? When you register for Women Build, you are registering for a single build
day that is from 8am-3pm.
